Mandate of KNBS

The Kenya National Bureau of Statistics (KNBS) became a semi-
autonomous body via the Statistics Act 2006 (Kenya Gazette Supplement
No. 61 Act No. 4 of 2006). This was mainly driven by a desire to ensure that
the Bureau is capable of discharging its full mandate in order to meet the
unprecedented increase in demand for statistics.

Before then, it was operating as the Central Bureau of Statistics (CBS), a
government department in the Ministry of Planning and National
Development established under the StatisticsAct (Cap 112) of 1961.

KNBS is mandated by Statistics Act 2006 to carry out the following
functions;

Act as the principal agency of the government for collecting,
analysing and disseminating statistical data in Kenya

The custodian of official statistical information

Planning, authorising, coordinating and supervising all official
statistical programmes undertaken within the national statistical
system;

Establishing standards and promoting the use of best practices
and methods in the production and dissemination of statistical
information across the National Statistical System (NSS);

Collecting, compiling, analysing, abstracting and disseminating
statistical information on matters specified in theAct ;

Conducting the Population and Housing Census every ten years,
and such other censuses and surveys as the Board may determine;

Maintaining a comprehensive and reliable national socio-
economic database

Programme (NASSEP), which provides the framework for designing

household surveys to generate different forms of household based data. It
maintains a Master File of all establishments in the country. The Master File
provides a framework of collecting establishment based data.

NBS has an elaborate infrastructure for data collection such as District
Statistical Officers and trained enumerators in every district. The

Bureau is also the custodian of all government statistical information and for
this it maintains a database of all national surveys including National
Population and Housing Censuses.

NBS provides a range of statistics to various organizations on
request. The information is usually requested for research or

publications of the country's socio-economic profiles.

NBS undertakes various Surveys upon which a variety of reports are
published. Some publications are issued free while others are sold.
